
 
 

KETTERING CITY COUNCIL 
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES 

November 22, 2011  
 
The Council of the City of Kettering, Ohio, met in regular session on Tuesday, November 
22, 2011, at 7:30 p.m. in Council Chambers at the Kettering Government Center South 
Building, 3600 Shroyer Road.  Mayor Donald E. Patterson, presided and the Clerk of 
Council, Connie S. Gaw, recorded.  This meeting was telecast live on the cable access 
channel.

Mayor Patterson led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance and then gave the 
invocation.  He introduced the cable TV operators, Jay Taylor and Earl Jones and 
thanked them for their assistance. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
November 8, 2011 – Regular & Workshop Meeting Minutes 
 
Mrs. Schrimpf reported that she reviewed the above minutes and moved the minutes be 
approved.  Mr. Webb seconded the motion and there being six (6) yea votes, and no (0) 
nay votes for the November 8, 2011 - Regular & Workshop Meeting Minutes, the motion 
was declared carried by roll call vote. 
 
PROCLAMATIONS, SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS, AWARDS, SPECIAL  
RESOLUTIONS, APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS 
 
PRESENTATION – Kettering Fairmont High School 
Dan VonHandorf, Principal of Fairmont High School and Nancy Brown, Coordinator of 
Fairmont Career Tech Center gave a presentation about the STEM Programs available 
at Kettering Fairmont High School.  They reported Fairmont High School was one of six 
high schools nationally to receive the Society of Manufacturing Engineers PRIME 
Award.  Mayor Patterson thanked them for coming and keeping Council informed. 
 
PUBLIC HEARING 
 
Public Hearing - To amend the provisions of Economic Development Overlay District 
No. 12 known as the Centurion Offices Overlay District. 
 
Mayor Patterson opened the public hearing and asked that all those who intended to 
speak to City Council about this matter, to please stand, raise their right hand and take 
an oath. Mayor Patterson administered the oath to those standing and then asked 
everyone to be seated.   
 
Mr. Ron Hundt, City Planner gave the staff presentation this evening.  He reported that 
this request is for the amendment of Economic Development Overlay District No. 12 to 
allow assisted living as a principally permitted use on the property at 3490 Far Hills 
Avenue.  Planning Commission heard this case and recommended approval by City 
Council.  Mr. Hundt showed an aerial photograph of this site.  He asked for any 
questions from Council. 
 
Mr. Webb noted this is a 2-story structure and asked if that had any effect on assisted 
living and was this typical. 
 
Mr. Hundt replied that it is not untypical for assisted living to have 2-stories.  There is an 
elevator in this building. 
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Mr. Greg Nelson, 1371 West Rahn Road, Applicant – He stated the building is to be a 
small tasteful assisted living project with fifty-three units on two floors.  They will try to 
emulate some of the surrounding sites in this area.  This is a great location between two 
already established assisted living care centers.  It will not be at the top end of the 
market as far as cost. 
 
Mr. Webb asked if there would be any common areas. 
 
Mr. Nelson replied that at the very back of the building they plan to construct a 10,000 
sq. ft. enclosed park that will be very user friendly with elevated gardens.  The interior 
will have a large library and a bistro, as well as other common spaces. 
 
Mayor Patterson thanked Mr. Nelson for having a complete application. 
 
Mayor Patterson then asked for any public comments for or against this request.  None 
were heard.  The public hearing was closed. 
 
Public Hearing - Providing for the vacation of a portion of Blossom Heath Road Public 
right-of-way.   
 
Mayor Patterson opened the public hearing and asked that all those who intended to 
speak to City Council about this matter, to please stand, raise their right hand and take 
an oath. Mayor Patterson administered the oath to those standing and then asked 
everyone to be seated.   
 
Mr. David Roller, City Planner gave the staff presentation this evening.  He reported this 
request is for the vacation of the Blossom Heath Right-of-Way that extends from 
Stonebridge Road to Southern Boulevard.  He showed an aerial photograph of this site.  
Two public hearings were conducted by Planning Commission with the recommendation 
to City Council this be approved.  All issues were evaluated regarding traffic, emergency 
services, utilities, land use, and neighborhood impacts.  No significant impacts were 
found.  Staff agrees with the findings and also recommends approval of this request.  
He asked for any comments from Council. 
 
No comments were heard from City Council. 
 
Attorney Merle Wilberding, 1013 Rubicon Road – He stated he is speaking on behalf of 
Kettering Medical Center.  Over the past number of years they have participated in 
public hearings and this issue of vacating Blossom Heath has come up time and time 
again.  In the last year, neighbors have directly approached them requesting the 
vacation.  He asked that City Council approve this request.  He asked for comments 
from Council. 
 
No comments were heard from City Council. 
 
Mayor Patterson then asked for any public comments for or against this request. 
 
Mr. John Neff, 880 Greenhouse Drive – He expressed he would like to lend his support 
of this request.  Several of his neighbors were concerned about the developments in 
this area and he sees this as a positive move to keep the integrity of the neighborhood 
intact.  He supports this request. 
 
Mr. Charles Demirjian, 3732 Blossomheath Road – He expressed there are many that 
disagree and agree with the closing of Blossomheath.  He does not want it closed but 
since it will be he wanted to bring forward some safety concerns.  He feels that 
Stonebridge Drive is not wide enough where you make your turn onto Blossom Heath 
and the incline is fairly rapid that if there were snow or ice you could easily go off the 
road.  He feels if it were made wider it would be safer to turn. 
 
Mayor Patterson asked for any additional comments from the public.  None were heard.  
The public hearing was closed.

Richard Jones, 17 Storms Ave. – He received a letter from the Parks and Recreation 
Department about raising the prices at the Fitness Center and cutting out the monthly 
pay plan.  Now they are going to make you pay a year in advance.  He feels that is too 
much to pay in today’s economy.  Many are concerned about the elimination of the 
monthly pay plan.  This may keep people from taking part in keeping themselves 
healthy.  He hopes that local government officials will look at this and make it more 
affordable for it’s residents. 
 
Mr. Schwieterman stated he would be willing to set up and appointment so that Mr.
