Just as important as sunscreen and a towel, 
every camper must have a Health History 
Form and Parent Authorization Form 
(for child to swim or to transport your 
child) completed prior to participating in 
a camp.

Extended care hours are offered to participants in many of our summer camps. A special note is included in the de-
scription of each camp offering this option. This extended care is available from 7 to 9 a.m. and 3:30 to 6 p.m. each 
weekday at Rosewood Arts Centre, 2655 Olson Dr. If you use the extended care service, you’ll need to drop off and/or 
pick up your child at Rosewood. Your child will be escorted to and/or from the camp location. The fee for extended 
care service is $40 per week or $5 per session. The fee is payable to extended care staff at Rosewood on the first day of 
each week your child uses this service.
